· all-terrain vehicles (ATVs)

· in the back of utes or trucks

· any other machinery.

Smoking

Make sure all butts are extinguished and disposed of safely. Take particular care during fire season. Note: Smoking is not permitted in any vehicle or building or near hay/haysheds.

Ensure hands are washed, including children after being near animals and animal manure.
